The gift of power to reign with the Lord, by Hilary of         
Poitiers (315-367 AD) 

 

 "All the power possessed by the Lord is bestowed 
upon the apostles!  Those who were prefigured in the   
image and likeness of God in Adam have now received 
the perfect image and likeness of Christ.  They have been 
given powers in no way different from those of the Lord.  
Those once earthbound now become heaven-centered.  
They will proclaim that the kingdom of heaven is at hand, 
that the image and likeness of God are now appropriated 
in the company of truth, so that all the holy ones who 
have been made heirs of heaven may reign with the Lord.  
Let them cure the sick, raise the dead, cleanse the lepers 
and cast out devils.  Whatever impairment Adam's body 
had incurred from being goaded on by Satan, let the   
apostles wipe away through their sharing in the Lord's 
power.  And that they may fully obtain the likeness of 
God according to the prophecy in Genesis, they are      
ordered to give freely what they freely have received 
(Matthew 10:8).  Thus a gift freely bestowed should be 
freely dispensed." (excerpt from commentary ON     
MATTHEW 10.4) taken from dailyscripture.net  
 

Vincentian Meditation: 
  

 “There are scripture scholars who say that there is 

a very subtle twist to the end of the parable. Jesus asks the 

lawyer: “Which of these three, in your opinion, was     

neighbor to the man who fell in with robbers?”  The    

answer came, “The one who treated him with mercy.”  It 

would seem that in asking the lawyer that question, Jesus 

was saying equivalently to him, “You asked Me ‘who was 

my neighbor?’  That was not a good question.  The    

question you should have asked me was: “To whom can I 

BE neighbor?  And the answer to that question is, ‘the 

first poor person you meet on the road.’”
